Coaching Credentials
ICF is renowned for its globally recognized cre-
dentialing program, which is available to any
coach who has completed the required educa-
tion and coach-specific training. The ICF offers
three credentials: ACC, PCC and MCC.

Coach Referral Service (CRS)
The ICF offers credentialed coaches the option
of participating in the ICF online CRS program
to increase their visibility for those seeking
coaching services.

Regional Service Centres (RSC)
The ICF has Regional Service Centres (RSCs)
in Europe and in Asia-Pacific. These centres
exist to improve the level of customer service for
ICF Chapters and members in the region and in-
crease worldwide presence for the ICF.

Special Interest Groups (SIGs)
SIGs offer an additional venue for coaches in
similar fields to communicate best practices and
new ideas. Over 30 SIGs meet by teleconfer-
ence once per month.

ICF Web site, Newsletter & Updates
All ICF members have access to “members’
only” content on the ICF Web site and microsites
in French, German and Spanish and receive
ICF’s monthly member newsletter, Coaching
World, the ICF Annual Report, member benefits
brochure and regular member update e-mails
which provide information on member services
and benefits and association news.

ICF coaches subscribe to an internationally rec-
ognized philosophy of coaching, including the
ICF’s core competencies and code of ethics,
and are subject to an ethical review process, in-
cluding an objective investigation, follow-up and
disciplinary action, should a concern be re-
ported.
