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Dear Chapter Leaders:

Local chapters are the core community of the coaching profession, providing a voice for coaches in countries around the world. Each year, the ICF recognizes exceptional chapters that have given back to their communities through coaching or have successfully raised awareness of coaching in their areas through marketing or public relations efforts during the year.

The ICF invites and encourages all chapters to share their best practices, contributions, and accomplishments with the greater coaching population and world through the ICF Chapter Award Application process. This is your time to tell us all about what you’ve been doing to advance the art, science, and practice of professional coaching. 

Award categories are:

1. Local Spirit, Global Presence—Community Activism Award
This award recognizes chapters that have established a significant coaching presence in their communities. This award seeks to recognize chapters that have successfully established volunteer or pro-bono coaching programs that benefit a segment of their local communities. Chapters may also have developed an alliance with a community organization that brings coaching to the community or to outreach organizations. (Example: Developing a program that brings coaching to a community organization such as the Red Cross or Red Crescent Societies or a women’s or children’s shelter.)

2. Finding Our Voice—Marketing/PR Award
This award recognizes chapters that have created a successful marketing/public relations campaign within their community. Chapter activities might include: the launching of a successful advertising campaign in print, broadcast, or electronic media; creation of or participation in community-wide education forums or awareness events; or alliances with other community organizations or groups to increase awareness of coaching. (Example: A successful marketing event for the chapter or for the coaching profession in general. Events during International Coaching Week may be applicable.).

Application Process:

Each chapter is eligible to submit an application for one (1) of the two award categories: Local Spirit, Global Presence—Community Activism Award OR Finding Our Voice—Marketing/PR Award.

Up to three awards will be given in each category based on the size and developmental stage of the chapter. Chapter leaders may nominate their own chapter or a fellow chapter. All chapters are encouraged to apply.

Applications must be returned to ICF Headquarters no later than 5 p.m. (New York), August 1, 2011 (See next page for application instructions.).
All applications will be reviewed by the global ICF Membership & Community Committee. Award recipients will be announced at the 2011 ICF Annual International Conference in Las Vegas, Nevada, USA. 

Award winners will also be featured in the conference daily newsletter, the ICF monthly newsletter Coaching World, as well as on the ICF website. An international and local press release will be sent announcing award winners, possibly resulting in further media coverage in the chapter’s community.
