· Applications should not be submitted for programs and/or events that have not already occurred. 
· Applications must be returned to ICF Headquarters no later than 5 p.m. (New York), August 1, 2011.
· Award recipients will be announced at the ICF Global 2012 in London on October 3, 2012 and featured in the conference daily newsletter, the ICF newsletter Coaching World, and on the ICF website. An international and local press release will be sent announcing award winners, possibly resulting in further media coverage in the Chapter’s community.
