The city:
· Known as the “city of cowboys and culture,” Fort Worth, Texas is the 17th largest city in the United States and the #1 tourist destination in Texas (5.5 million visitors stay in Fort Worth every year). October temperatures in Fort Worth vary from an average high of 78 degrees F/25.55 degrees C to an average low of 56 degrees F/13.3 degrees C. 
· Most conference sessions will be held at the FWCC situated at the edge of the city’s famed Sundance Square, a 14-block collection of restaurants, shops, boutiques and entertainment venues (including a live theater, movie theater, art galleries, etc.). 

· There are three main entertainment districts in Fort Worth; Sundance Square (above), the Stockyards National Historic District and the Fort Worth Cultural District. All three are within three miles of each other. The Stockyards National Historic District is filled with sites from the Old West, featuring Texas-themed shopping and cuisine, rodeos, Western saloons, the Texas Cowboy Hall of Fame and the Fort Worth Herd daily cattle drive. Fort Worth is regarded as “the museum capital of the Southwest,” which is quite fitting for the third entertainment district, the Fort Worth Cultural District; it is home to five world class museums. 

Travel and lodging:

· Fort Worth is serviced by the Dallas/Fort Worth International Airport (DFW) and Dallas Love Field (DLF). Both are extremely accessible to domestic and international travelers. 

· Attendees will receive ground transportation discounted rates with Super Shuttle. 
· Cut costs by staying at the Omni Fort Worth Hotel or the Hilton Fort Worth (both located just across from the FWCC). Room rates are comparable to those of the past three international conferences. Please note you must book your room through Coachfederation.org/conference.
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
